Tragically, John lost his life during the summer of 2018 try to help save a neighbor’s property 
during the “Substation Fire” near, The Dalles, Oregon. 

Scholarship Criteria: 

 Graduating senior on the Santiam High School football team. 
 During their senior football season demonstrated the characteristics listed above that John 

possessed. 
 Have at least a minimum 2.50 cumulative GPA. 
 Be coachable and demonstrate good sportsmanship. 
 Submit completed scholarship application by due date. 
 Submit a current copy of school transcript. 
 Additional weight will be given to applicants who have participated in the Santiam football 

program for multiple years. 

Award: 

 The scholarship fund will try to award at least $500 annually.  Amount awarded may be increased 
or decreased at the discretion of the Selection Committee. 

 Scholarship may be used for tuition, room & board, books and fees, etc.  It may not be used for 
personal expenses (vehicle, etc.).
